« By the Parliamentary act there is National Human Rights
Commission at New Delhi and each state has State Human
Rights Commission. This commission has power equivalent to a
civil court. It has equivalent power to hear the plea of sufferer
and give recommendation to concerned department to work on
It. Its recommendation has a high stake and non performance on
Its recommendation can lead to questioning in the Legislative
Assembly. Otherwise the government has to give reason for not
compliance.  The commission or the other party can file writ
petition in the High Court.



RAJASTHAN STATE HUMAN
RIGHTS COMMISSION

1 The State Government of Rajasthan issued a Notification on January 18,
1999 for the constitution of the State Commission having one full time
Chairperson and 4 Members in accordance with the provisions of The
Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993. The Commission was fully
constituted by appointment of the Chairperson along with the Members and
became functional from March 2000. The main mandate of the State
Commission is to function as a watch dog for human rights in the State.
Under the 1993 Act, human rights are defined in Section 2 (d) and are those
justiciable rights which can be enforced in a court of law in India.

.1 The Rajasthan State Human Rights Commission is reconstituted on 6% July 2005.
One of the leading State Commissions in the country. In a short span of about four
years it has achieved many milestones in its mission for the protection and promotion
of Human Rights.

NDPS Act, 1985

Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985
(NDPS Act) is the anti-drug law of India.

This Act prohibits: Cultivation of opium , cannabis and coca
Plants -Production, manufacture, possession, sale, purchase,
transport, warehousing, use, consumption, import, export or
transshipment of any narcotic drug or psychotropic substance
except for medical and scientific purposes and as per the rules

NDPS Act empowers central government to frame rules for
certain purposes and state governments to frame rules for
certain others. Thus, there are NDPS Rules, 1985 of the
central government and state NDPS Rules of different states.
Violation of any rule of either the state or central NDPS Rules
attracts punishment under the NDPS Act.
