[hazardous] work [and] all other [hazardous] work [and] all other 
forms of exploitation.forms of exploitation.
The right to be protected from all The right to be protected from all 
forms of sexual exploitation and forms of sexual exploitation and 
sexual abuse.sexual abuse.
No child should be subjected to No child should be subjected to 
torture or degrading treatment torture or degrading treatment 
[nor be] deprived of his or her [nor be] deprived of his or her 
liberty unlawfully.liberty unlawfully.
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The Commission under the guidance of the Hon’ble
